FRONT PANEL AND GRILLE

The front panel and grille can be cleaned with a mild soap
or detergent.

SCHEDULED MAINTENANCE

Normal Operating Sounds and Conditions

POPPING OR GURGLING SOUNDS

This sound is the refrigerant traveling through the lines.This
is a normal sound which may be heard for a few seconds after
the unit shuts off.

WATER TRICKLING SOUNDS

This sound is produced by the water as it is picked up and
run over the coils.This procedure improves the efficiency of
the unit and helps with water removal.

WATER DRIPPING
Water will collect in the basepan during high humidity days.

STARTING DELAY

You may notice a short delay in the startup if you try to restart
the unit too soon after turning it off or if you adjust the
thermostat right after the compressor has shut off. This
delay protects the compressor.
